Paul has been a member in good standing of the British Columbia Law Society since 1971.  As such he has acquired a vast amount of experience in dealing with people who are under a great deal of stress and pressure.  He had a busy general practice until 1994 which required him to handle a diverse number of files relating to matters involving WCB claims, family and divorce matters, commercial transactions and disputes.
